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KINSTON REGIONAL JETPORT

The Kinston Regional Jetport, built alongside the N.C. Global TransPark (GTP) 11,500-foot runway, is an airport that
has played host to a wide range of general, commercial and military traffic for many years. The airport is anchored

by a 26,000-square-foot terminal and one of the longest runways east of the Mississippi River. More than 1.1
million people live within an hour's drive of the airport, located approximately halfway between Raleigh and the
state's southeastern coastline.
